Teaching procedure :

Teaching procedures of unit 1 are as follows:

Students receive the orientation of the training course. They are required to self-study the
online lessons. Then work in pairs and groups to collect the marks for each lesson. After they have
completed all 3 online lessons and achieving passed scores, they will be granted with a
certification of completion for the course (15 minutes).

1. Students are trained to attempt the lesson, exercises, assignments and test task by firstly
assess the requirement of the exercises and assignments. They set their goal to complete
them. After that they are trained to plan all language resources and control their language

production.
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Students work individually and watch a video clip of a tour guide giving a welcoming
speech to the tourists. Then they work on Exercise 1 to complete part 1 using what they
have learned from this video clip to fill in welcoming speech script (30 minutes).

Student work on Exercise 1 part 2 to categorize key information of the welcoming speech
script (20 minutes).

Students self- study online lesson about the contents of the Agricultural and Natural
Attractions at Khokkrachai and language use. (15 minutes)

Students work individually in Exercise 2 by matching key information and phrases in
presenting Sai Thong Beach script.(25 minutes)

For the first group assignment, students work in groups of 4, each group selects an
attraction and create their own script using format from Language use. Then role play the
scenario of a tour guide siving a guided tour of their selected attraction and submit in the
form of a video clip in an online lesson. ( 1hour)

Students self-assess their group’s presentation based on the criteria given by the teacher

and report to their assessment’s results in class.

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Unit 1
Getting to Know Agricultural and Natural Attractions

at Khokkrachai Area

This unit gives information the about agricultural and natural attractions in Khokkrachai
Sub-district Khonburi District, Nakhon Ratchasima. The attractions include the 100-year-old Wooden
Bridge, Khao Sam Glur and Lam Chae Dam. Specific information of these attractions, background
information and the importance of the places are presented in this unit. Language used to present
these agricultural and natural attractions is also displayed.
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General information of Khokkrachai Sub-district, Khonbhuree District in Nakhon
Ratchasima Province
Background information

Khokkrachai Sub-district used to belong to part of Chokchai District in Nakhon Ratchasima
Province. When Khonburi District was decentralized from Chokchai District, Khokkrachai Sub-district
became a part of Khonburi District with most of local people using the Korat dialect as their mother
tongue. Moreover, their village is 30 kilometers away from district downtown.
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Geography and Job

Generally, this sub-district is defined by the landscape of nearby mountains which soil is
gravel soil. Furthermore, the topsoil here is easy to be washed away. Khokkrachai Sub-district is the
origin of Lam Chae which stores water from Lam Chae Dam. Having the dam near the village
encourages villagers to choose their career as farmers and laborers as their part time job.
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Transportation and Attractions

There are 2 routes to Khokkrachai Sub-district. One is the main street thorough the main
part of sub-district. The other is the dirt road which is 13 kilometers long. Along the way, there are
various attractions to visit such as Agricultural and Natural Tourism Attractions: The One-
hundred-year-old Wooden Bridge, Samglur Mountain (Mae Pload Escarpment/ Samglur Escarpment
Makha Escarpment Khingfah Escarpment/ Phu Shefah Escarpment ) and Lam Chae Dam
(Banmabkrad Community, Lam Chae Dam Ridge, and Saithong Beach). In addition, it also has
Historical Tourism Attractions: Pahkaokongkha Temple, Pahmakha Temple, and local museum

(Thaitambon. Online. 2020).
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The 100-year-old wooden bridge Khokkrachai Sub-district, Khonburi District in Nakhon
Ratchasima Province
Category

It is the old wooden bridge spanning across the green paddy fields over 39.5 acres which
was built by local villagers. The width and length are 1.2 meters and 1 kilometer. If you come here
in cold season, it will be decorated with light bouquets.

The 100-year-old wooden bridge is significant for locals and they maintain it in a good
condition, and preserve the traditional wisdom. For this reason, it has become an attractive place
to visit.
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Attractions

Found at the end of 100-year-old wooden bridge is Lam Chae Dam which originates from
Moon River. There are 2 origins of the Moon River. One is in Bae Chae in Khokkrachai Sub-district,
Khonburi District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province. The other is the upper Lummoon River near
Lummoon River Dam in Jorakaehin Sub-district, Khonburi District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province. They
are close to each other at Khonburi District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province and end in Ubon
Ratchatanee Province in Thailand. The Moon River is the main river in the Northeastern region of
Thailand with a length of about 640 kilometers long. Mostly it was used for consuming and
agriculture.
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Objective

Historically, the 100-year-old wooden bridge was built for transporting crops from
Khokkrachai Sub-district, Khonburi District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province to the downtown of

Khonburi District in Nakhon Ratchasima Province. However, it is hardly used anymore because there

is a more comfortable route available by using the main road instead of the wooden bridge.
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Impression
The 100-year-old wooden bridge is located in the verdant paddy fields with tall mountains nearby
making the weather cool, pure, and fresh during the cold season especially early in the morning.
You can see the mist covering the whole area. Moreover, you can see the beautiful sunset in the
evening as well.
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Location
The 100-year-old wooden bridge is located in Ban Khokkrachai Moo 1, Khokkrachai Sub-district,
Khonburi District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province which is one of the most important countryside and
agricultural tourist attractions in Nakhon Ratchasima Province.
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Samglur Mountain
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Samglur Mountain is located in Khokkrachai Sub-district, Khonburi District,
Nakhon Ratchasima Province and is the important natural tourism attraction of Nakhon
Ratchasima Province. It consists of 3 escarpments: Mae Pload Escarpment, Makha
Escarpment and Khingfah Escarpment. These escarpments are located in a line which
turning it into the most beautiful topographical formation. Moreover, Samglur
Mountain is shaped like a cleaver or Cuesta where on one side is the escarpment, and
on the other is the dip slope. In addition, the Cuesta also expands to sideways
continuously by erosion caused by water flowing deep inside the deep mountain for a
long time. Then it became the signature of the Korat plateau.
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1. Mae Pload Escarpment / Samglur Escarpment
Mae Pload Escarpment is located on the first Samglur Escarpment connected to Ban
Mai and Khokkrachai Sub-district in the national forest reserved area of Khonburi forest.
It is called Mae Pload Escarpment from the name of the nun who practiced dharma
here for a long time. Later on the tourists renamed this escarpment as Samglur
Escarpment.

Mae Pload Escarpment is one of the top viewpoints in Nakhon Ratchasima
Province where you can see the panoramic view of Lam Chae Dam and the other 2
mountains of Samglur Mountain and the mountain complex of Thap Lan National Park.
Moreover, you can see the villagers’ way of life doing their agriculture and fishing
nearby the dam. Besides, there is one of the top sunset viewpoints in Nakhon
Ratchasima Province.

The main landmark of Mae Pload Escarpment is the big escarpment. Visiting
here is quite a challenge, you have to travel about 8 kilometers away from the
entrance and then have to walk for more 800 meters to reach the place.
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2. The Makha Escarpment

The Makha Escarpment is located on the second escarpment of Samglur Mountain in the
area of Ban Makha, Khokkrachai Sub-district, Khonburi District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province in the
middle of Mae Pload Escarpment and Khingfah Mountain Escarpment.

The Makha Escarpment is set in one of the most beautiful sceneries in Nakhon Ratchasima
Province. There is only one way to visit the site which is by hiking the mountain. There, you can see
a good view of the Lam Chae Dam, the Mae Pload Escarpment and the Khingfah Escarpment.
Moreover, you can also see the sunset and learn the Khokkrachai Sub-district villagers” way of life.

The landmark at the Makha Escarpment is the Buddha statue in the bestowing posture
called Loungpor Yodpradtana which was built in 2016 by cement casting. The statue is 2.5 meters
in length, 3.15 meters tall, and weighs 5-tonnes. You can drive a car to Pamakhamong temple Moo
4 Ban Makha, Khokkrachai Sub-district, Khonburi District in Nakhon Ratchasima Province after that
you have to walk to the Makha Escarpment.
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3. Khingfah Escarpment

The Khingfah Escarpment is located on the third escarpment of Samglur Mountain between
Ban Mai and Khokkrachai Sub-district, Khonburi District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province. It is a 300-
meter tall sandstone mountain.

The Khingfah Escarpment is another exceptional viewpoint in Nakhon Ratchasima Province.
When you are on the mountain, you can clearly see all of the southern area of Ban Mai and
Khokkrachai Sub-district including the mountains in Thap Lan National Park such as Chamok
Mountain and Praduu Mountain, Lam Chae Dam, Huai Thap Krua Reservoir, and the Moon River.

The landmark at the Khingfah Escarpment is the Khingfah Monastery which was built in
2003 within 8.7 acres. There are 2 routes for visiting the Khingfah Escarpment. One is by foot, and
the other is by car up to the entrance is in Tah Mai Sub-district, Khonburi District, Nakhon
Ratchasima Province.
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Lam Chae Dam

The Lam Chae Dam is located in Khokkrachai Sub-district, Khonburi District, Nakhon
Ratchasima Province which is one of the most important natural tourist attractions in Nakhon

Ratchasima. In addition, it was built by the Royal Irrigation Department in 1994 for obstructing the

Lan Chae River, so it turns to the lake which is near the Dong Praya Yen Forest. It has a great
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number of natural resources like woods, and various kinds of animals. Moreover, UNESCO
announced this forest as being the 5" world heritage of Thailand because of its beautiful scenery.

The purpose of building the Lam Chae Dam is to store and supply water for consumption
and agriculture in the San Kamphaeng mountain range in Thap Lan National Park. Furthermore,
Banmabkrad Community, Lam Chae Dam Crest, and Saithong Beach are attractions nearby the Lam
Chae Dam.

In addition, Banmabkrad is the starting point of marine transportation where you could
cross Lam Chae Dam to the water source called Khonburi Rapids, the origin of the Moon River.
When you continue travelling for 10 more kilometers, you will see the Wangwon Rapids which is
the main stream in Thap Lan National Park.
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1. Banmabkrad Community

There are 5 villages in Banmabkrad Community- Moo 5, Moo 14, Moo 17, Moo 22, and Moo
23 which are in front of the dam. For this reason, most of the villagers in Banmabkrad Community
become freshwater fishermen. Some of them are from the mountain tribe called Nyah-Kur which
means mountaineers. They live on the hill near the edge of the Korat Plateau. Moreover, you can
see the sunrise and the sunset in front of Banmabkrad School. This area has a great atmosphere,
especially during the cold season because the surface of water will reflect the sunlight as well as
the moonlight.

Another place you should visit is Korat Tombolo which is the one of the most beautiful
natural locations. When the tide is low, you could see 1-kilometer long shoals surrounded by a
sand pile and stumps. If you climb up a further 200 meters, you will see Wong Tao Waterfall which
is the big stream. In here the water flows through the gorges, so there becomes a number of tiered
waterfalls displaying the beauty of nature.
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2. Lam Chae Dam Crest

The dam consists of the crest, upstream slope, and downstream slope where the crest is in
the middle of the upstream slope, and downstream slope. Moreover, Lam Chae Dam is flat along
the 2-lane public road. In addition, there is a Buddha statue in the subduing Mara posture nearby.
Furthermore, the crest is also the best viewpoint from which to see this area. Besides, you can see
all of the Samglur Mountains, you can also see the sunset in here as well. Sometimes, people will
come here for exercising like walking, jogging, and riding a bicycle.
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3. Saithong Beach

Saithong Beach is the freshwater lake above the Lam Chae Dam which is located at Moo 4
Ban Makhamong, Khonburi District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province. The front of Saithong Beach looks
like the endless sea beach, but the back of it is the second mountain of Samglur Mountains where
you see the white Buddha image(Longpor Yodpratana) placed on the top of the escarpment. For
this reason, Saithong Beach becomes the recreation of Nakhon Ratchasima and nearby people
where you could play water sport, swim, take a photo, take a walk, breathe fresh air, and take a
look for local fisherman way of life.

If you start the journey from Nakhon Ratchasima downtown to Saithong Beach, it will be
about 58 kilometers. You have to go ahead to Lam Chae Dam along Ban Kokjareon Chaleing Sub-
district. Then, turn left to Lam Chae Dam for 10 kilometers after that ¢o straight for more 10

kilometers along the way you will see Saithong Beach on your left.

Attractions Rating scale

The construct definitions are adapted from Douglas (2000)’s framework of assessing LSP
ability, Fulcher (2003), Phaiboonugulkij, Srisupha, Kanta & Janpong (2021), and Phaiboonnukulkij
(2018;2015) for speaking ability. All the definitions are used in English for Community-based Tourism
for Youth Guides at Khokrachai Attractions to measure speaking ability in this course.

Vocabulary is the ability to use both generic and community-based tourism related
technical terms to respond to the test tasks. It is measured by the accuracy and range of the
vocabulary employed in the responses. The sum scores from 2 raters represent test takers’ ability
to use vocabulary.

Grammar is the ability to use standard English grammatical structures to produce
comprehensible responses. It is measured by the accuracy, range, complexity and appropriateness
of the structures in the speech produced. The sum scores from 2 raters represent test takers’ ability
to use grammar.

Pronunciation is the ability to use sound, stress and intonation to convey the intended
meaning of responses It is measured by accuracy in the use of sound, stress and intonation in the
responses. Pronunciation is demonstrated through the average score from two raters.

Fluency is the ability to use the tempo and pauses in spoken responses. It is assessed by
the appropriate use of both the tempo and pauses with natural speed in the responses. The sum
scores from 2 raters represent test takers’ ability to produce fluent speech.

Content is the ability to present community-based tourism related content. It is measured
by the accuracy and completion of the information given by the test takers to respond to the test
tasks. The sum scores from 2 raters represent test takers’ ability to use content.

Gesture is ability to use eye contacts and body movement to respond to the test tasks. It
is assessed by appropriate use of these gestures to communicate with the intended audiences. The

sum scores from 2 raters represent test takers’ ability to use gesture.
